CONSTITUTION FOR ALPHA KAPPA DELTA PHI SORORITY, INC.
PREAMBLE
alpha Kappa Delta Phi’s mission is to provide sisterhood among women, scholarship, leadership and Asian awareness in the University and community.  Further, to provide a support group for those in their times of need and to encourage the making of successful women.  To accomplish our mission, we will maintain the highest levels of quality and integrity, create a climate that encourages teamwork, creativity, and innovation and give our unmoving and absolute support and encouragement to those we hold dear to our hearts - our sisters. We will measure our success in how well we are regarded by our peers, represented by our competitors, and supported by our sisters. 
 

ARTICLE I: NAME
The name of the organization is alpha Kappa Delta Phi, also known as aKDPhi.

Article II: MISSION & PURPOSE
SECTION 1

alpha Kappa Delta Phi Sorority, Inc. fosters the making of successful leaders by assisting and challenging our members to reach their maximum potential. We strive to maintain the highest levels of integrity and innovation in the promotion of sisterhood, philanthropy, scholastic excellence, and Asian-Awareness in the community while creating lifelong relationships.
The purpose of this Asian-American interest sorority is to promote sisterhood, scholarship, leadership, and Asian-American awareness in the University and in the community, while encouraging the expression of the individual. The sorority is composed of highly motivated women with diverse backgrounds, interests, and fields of study. Each woman, however, shares a strong bond of love, friendship, and sisterhood. With a supportive network of sisters, each woman can strive to fulfill her personal, academic, and career goals.

SECTION 2

Upon joining the organization, all members agree not to undermine the purpose or mission of alpha Kappa Delta Phi.
ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP
SECTION 1
alpha Kappa Delta Phi is an Asian-Interest sorority. We do not discriminate against people of different race, ethnicity, color or religion. We encourage undergraduate women with Asian-Interests to rush for aKDPhi.

alpha Kappa Delta Phi is committed to a policy of equal opportunity for all persons and does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, age, marital status, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression, disability, religion, height, weight, or veteran status in its membership or activities unless permitted by university policy for gender specific organizations.
SECTION 2
Undergraduate women interested in becoming a member of alpha Kappa Delta Phi must first attend rush events, receive a bid from the current sisters of aKDPhi, and then continue to learn more about the sorority, the sisters, and our traditions. Upon completion of the whole process, a person becomes an official member/sister of aKDPhi
ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS

aKDPhi has the following governing executive board positions: President, Vice President Internal, Vice President External, Vice President Service, and Vice President New Member Educator. Minor board chairs comprise of Treasurer, Secretary, Sisterhood Chair, Social Chair, Historian, Publicity Chair, Co-Rush Chair, Fundraising Chair, Alumnae Chair, Academics Chair, Webmistress, Performance Chair, and Social Media Chair.

ARTICLE V: OPERATIONS

SECTION 1

A member must have been a member for one year before she is eligible for the officers of President and Vice President positions. Any member may run for non-resident and viVce President positions.

SECTION 2

Officers are elected to make sure the sorority upholds its purpose. Officers are elected by a 2/3 majority vote by the voting members of aKDPhi. Elections are held during the weekly meeting.

SECTION 3

Officers are elected once a year during the end of the winter semester for the next academic school year.

SECTION 4

Removal from leadership positions occurs on a case-by-case basis. It is up to the discretion of the Executive Board depending on extremely extenuating circumstances. The chapter should consult the National Board before this occurs. The officer in question will be notified 7 days before the meeting, in which the President will state the reasons why the officer is being relieved of office. The officer is given a chance to defend her position in front of chapter. Chapter will vote and if the vote passes, the officer will be removed of her position.
ARTICLE VI: FINANCES

SECTION 1

Each member is required to pay semester dues that funds sorority activities for that semester. The treasurer determines the amount of dues for each semester. Before dues for each term can be set, all officers must submit to the treasurer their budget proposals for the semester for approval. 

SECTION 2

The treasurer is responsible for the sorority finances.
ARTICLE VII: AMENDMENTS
SECTION 1

Amendments can be proposed during the sorority’s weekly meetings.

SECTION 2

Amendments to this constitution may be proposed by any member of aKDPhi at anytime.
SECTION 3

There is not a certain amount of time before a member may bring forth an amendment. All amendments are adopted by a 2/3 majority vote by the voting members of aKDPhi.
ARTICLE VIII: REMOVAL OF MEMBERSHIP

Once you are a member of aKDPhi you cannot lose your membership. 
A member may choose to end her membership at any time. This process is known as delettering or deactivating. She will have to co-sign a Declaration of Deactivation with the President and a witness. This Declaration will be submitted to the National Board and any letters or memorabilia must be relinquished. She will then be removed from all sorority literature and rosters will be changed to reflect her departure.
A chapter may also put a member up for deactivation. The President must notify the National Board prior to the process. Chapter then will discuss if they will move forward with the deactivation process. If so, then the President will notify the member 7 days before the meeting, in which the President will state the reasons why the member is up for deactivation. Chapter will decide with a blind vote. If the vote passes, the member will follow the process outlined above.
ARTICLE IX: STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

aKDPhi complies with the University’s policies. We understand that the organization's registration is contingent on acceptance of these policies.
ARTICLE X: AFFILIATIONS
aKDPhi at the University of Michigan is the Lambda chapter of alpha Kappa Delta Phi International Sorority Inc., an international non-profit organization. It is housed along with 54 other chapters internationally.

ARTICLE XI: CONSTITUTION RATIFICATIONS

The constitution will be reviewed every year by the Executive Board in May, before Convention, and the chapter will vote on any proposed changes. The National Board will be consulted for any major changes in the Constitution that conflicts with National guidelines. 
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
