Michigan Business and Computer Science Constitution
Article I (Name)
         The name of the organization is the Michigan Business and Computer Science Club.
Article II (Objective, Aims, or Purpose)
There are three main purposes (pillars) of this club: to collaborate, to network and to create within the business and technology sphere. Business aligns with technology now more than ever, and students at the University of Michigan are aware of this trend. Ross currently lacks a club where students interested in technology can come together to learn about the extremely volatile technology industry, while networking with like-minded and eager peers. MBACS has short term and long-term goals to help students realize their true potential in the technology field.
       
Collaborate: The first pillar of MBACS (collaborate) is to provide a hub for selected students interested in technology to come together and discuss previous personal experience, secondhand experience from people they have met, and job opportunities in the business and technology fields. Collaboration will take place in person through weekly meetings and through social interaction on the web. In MBACS, members will have the opportunity to participate in updating the MBACS blog bimonthly. This blog will contain write-ups of recent changes in the technology world, an analysis of this news, and opportunities to network with businesses and mentors.
       
Network: Students interested in both business and technology operate within an interesting niche and benefit from collaborating with like minded peers. MBACS will provide a mentorship aspect where older members will work help new members, providing useful tips and paths for success. MBACS will also contact businesses and successful professionals in order to host formal networking events and guest speakers.
       
Create: Students interested in both business and technology tend to also be entrepreneurial. MBACS provides members with a community to pitch business ideas in order to find potential team members, gauge interest and ask for advice.
Article III (Membership and Eligibility Criteria)
Section A: Membership is open to any enrolled UM student, alum, or community member who:
1. Has an interest in the Business and Technology sector
2. Majors in either The Stephen M. Ross School of Business, the School of Engineering or EECS in the College of Literature, Science and the Arts
Section B: To become a member, one needs to fill out an application and be accepted by the membership committee. To be considered an active member one should regularly attend meetings and other events. Directly after acceptance one will be considered an active member. If the board recognizes that a student is not participating regularly, they have the ability to vote and discontinue one’s membership.
Article V (Officers)
Section A:  The Michigan Business and Computer Science Club shall have a President, a Co-President, a Vice President of Membership, a Secretary and a Treasurer.
Section B:  All officers must be members of the The Michigan Business and Computer Science Club.
Section C:  The term of office shall be from January 1st, 2015 to January 1st, 2016.
Section D:  Election of officers shall be held annually.At least two weeks notice shall be given before the election meeting.  Nominations must come from another member of the group and elections will be done by ballot.  The person receiving majority vote will be elected. Anyone who is an active member of the group can be nominated for a position.
Section E:  Any officer may be removed from membership by major vote of the active members. Said officer shall be considered reinstated with two-thirds approval of the members.
Section F:  Any vacancy which may occur in an office shall be filled by appointment by the president pending ratification at the next meeting.
Article VI (Duties of Officers Defined)
Section A:  The President and Co-President

1. The presidents shall be the chief executive officer

2. The presidents shall appoint all committee chairpersons

3. The presidents will lead event planning
4. The presidents will send out necessary emails and messages pertaining to the group as well as help maintain the website

5. Vacancies in offices will be filled by appointment of the Presidents with approval of the general membership
Section B:  The Vice President of Membership 
1. The VP of Membership will be responsible for selecting a committee of club members to read applications and vote on acceptance
2. The VP of Membership will read all applications and has the ability to veto certain decisions made by the committee.
Section C:  Secretary
1. The secretary shall maintain a complete and accurate account of attendance and membership status.
2. Will take notes at any meetings in which it is necessary. For example, meetings in which we have guest speakers and meetings where we vote on courses of action.
Section D: Treasurer
       

1.  The treasurer will be in charge of handling funds.
Article VII (Amendments)
Section A: Any member of The Michigan Business and Computer Science Club may propose Amendments to the constitution, in writing. The amendments will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
Section B: Proposed amendments will become effective following approval of three-fourths (3/4) vote by officers.

Article XI (Registration)
Section A: Registration with the Central Student Government on an annual basis, no later than September 15.
By-Laws:
Elections:
1. Will be held annually.
2. At least two weeks notice shall be given before the election meeting. 
3. Nominations must come from another member of the group and elections will be done by ballot.  The person receiving majority vote will be elected. Anyone who is an active member of the group can be nominated for a position.
4. Ballots will be counted by an officer (who is not running for any position) and an appointed active member. Appointment will be made by the current officers and must receive approval from the majority of active members. In the case that all the officers are running again, two appointments will be made.
5. The person who receives majority vote will take the office. In case of a tie, both people will assume office and share the responsibilities.
Removal of members not abiding by the organization’s purpose:
Members who inhibit the functions of the group or inhibit the happiness of the group (as a collective) maybe removed from the group.
1. Said member in question will first be warned of potential removal.
2. If said member refuses to adjust their behavior then the club will vote to remove that member. If the club majority votes the person in question to be removed they will be asked to leave the group.
3. The member who was asked to leave an appeal the next year to be readmitted.
