Preamble
The purpose for which the Fraternity is formed are as follows:

a) To be organized and operated exclusively for educational and charitable purposes as a non-profit organization dedicated to advancing the interest of Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, and Kinesiology related fields.  

b) To be operated in such manner that the Corporation be of continuing benefit and service to Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, and Kinesiology related fields.  

c) To foster scientific research in the fields of Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, and Kinesiology related fields.  

d) To facilitate the exchange of information and experience gained in the various countries of the world concerning matters relating to the independent areas of Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, and Kinesiology related fields including programs, methods, techniques, material, training, and research.  

e) To promote sound community understanding leading to adequate support of these education programs.

f) To provide a medium through which the membership can contribute to the advancement of Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, and Kinesiology related fields.  

g) To maintain records and collect statistics concerning members and to provide a central office.

h) To publish periodicals to be distributed to members and to the general public for the purpose of disseminating information about the Corporation, the members, Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, and Kinesiology related fields.  

i) To foster a spirit of loyalty and fraternity, bonds of fellowship, and mutual assistance among members and those interested in Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, and Kinesiology related fields.  

j) To exhort the members to interpret the work and services in Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, and Kinesiology related fields.  

k) To do all things appropriate to foster the spread of knowledge about Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management and Kinesiology related fields.  

l) To have, hold, exercise, and enjoy in furtherance of the above purposes set forth herein above all of the rights, powers, privileges and immunities granted, and not expressly denied by laws of the start of Indiana governing Not-for-profit Corporation Act of 1971 and all acts amendatory thereof and supplementation thereto, or expedient in orders to accomplish the purposes set forth herein above, but subject to any limitations restrictions imposes by law or by these articles.

Article I Name

The name of the organization shall be Phi Epsilon Kappa.  

Article II Motto

A sound mind in a sound body.

Article III Colors

The colors shall be black and gold.

Article IV Flower

The official flower shall be the Daisy.

Article V Emblem

The emblem of this organization shall be the Phi Epsilon Kappa Badge and Coat of Arms.


Article VI Membership Guidelines

Section A. Membership

Membership in Phi Epsilon Kappa shall be open to all University of Michigan (U of M) students who have a major or minor in Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, or a Kinesiology related field. All members must be enrolled at least part time at U of M. No individual will be denied membership because of race, gender, religion, color, height, weight, age, handicap, national origin, sexual orientation, veteran or marital status.  Membership is determined on the condition of paying dues, attending meetings, and participating in events.  


Section B. Membership Qualifications

All members must currently be enrolled at U of M.  Members must be pursuing a major or minor in Health and Fitness, Dance, Athletic Training, Movement Science, Sport Management, or a Kinesiology related field. A GPA of 3.0 overall is also required. Probation will occur the first semester a member’s GPA falls below the accepted limit; if the GPA does not improve by the second semester membership is terminated. Prospective members are required to participate in at least one service, fundraising, and social event prior to initiation.  

Section C. Selection of Members

Prospective members of Phi Epsilon Kappa are required to submit a resume and application stating their intent to join. A completed application is sent to the membership committee at which time the applicant is screened. Once accepted, the prospective member is then sent a final invitation to the initiation where he/she will be invited to pledge. No one is allowed to participate in pledging until all fees are paid.   

Section D. Membership Status

Membership status will be based upon a two strike system on a semester basis. After the accumulation of one strike, the Secretary shall contact the member for an explanation as to why the strike was accumulated. If any member accumulates two strikes, their membership shall be terminated. 

Receiving a Strike

Events that require an excused absence include, but are not limited to: professional events, philanthropy events, chapter meetings, rush events, and non-social events. 
· Social events are considered semi-mandatory 

Strike Makeup

Non-mandatory events and meetings can be used to make up 1/3 of a strike. 
· Study tables
· Social events 
· Bowling is NOT included; member must be in good standing to attend bowling

Legitimate Excuses

Reasons a member’s absence can be excused include, but are not limited to: work conflicts, mandatory study groups, conflicting exam time, Varsity/Club sports practice or competition (submit schedule to secretary), IM sports (submit schedule to secretary), or other personal issues (must contact secretary for approval)

Reasons a member’s absence will NOT be excused include, but are not limited to: an exam the next day, a non-PEK group meeting, and laziness. 
· If you cannot attend a meeting or event and have a legitimate excuse, you must submit a response on the “PEK Attendance Form” 24 hours prior to the event. 
· The attendance form is always “Pinned” on the PEK Facebook Page. 
· To inquire if an excuse is legitimate or not, email/text the President or Secretary 24 hours in advance.
· Honor cords are awarded to all graduating members in good standing with the Fraternity.  

Section E.  Voting Privileges

All active members are entitled to vote on issues coming before the organization.  Inactive members will not be eligible to vote on issues until their membership status is restored to active.  Each member is allowed one vote per voting issue.  No proxy votes will be permitted.  A simple majority of an established quorum of members present is required to adopt a proposed measure.

Section F.  Termination of Membership

[bookmark: _GoBack]Any member who fails to attain the minimum GPA requirement or accumulate the maximum of 2 strikes within a given semester will be placed on probation and rendered to inactive status. The person will have one semester to achieve active status qualifications. If minimal qualifications are not met within one semester, membership status shall be discussed by the executive board. If termination is determined, notification of membership termination will be carried out through a formal email written by the president and signed by the vice president.  

Initiated members who fail to pay dues within two weeks of an established deadline will be dropped from the membership roll.  

Section G.  Amendments and Ratification of the Constitution

Amendments to the constitution may be proposed in writing by any voting member of Phi Epsilon Kappa at any meeting at which quorum (Article IX Section C) is met. The amendments will be discussed and voted on at the following meeting. Proposed amendments will become effective following a 2/3 vote.

Ratification of the constitution shall occur every three years by the current Executive Board and the five active members with the highest point total.  Of those individuals, 2/3 vote is required for changes to take place.

Article VII Officers

Section A:  Election Guidelines

Nominations for officers are taken from the floor. A quorum is needed for an election to take place.  Elections will begin with the Presidential candidates giving a short speech.  Immediately following the speeches, the fraternity will vote by secret ballot and the results will be tabulated.  The candidate with the most votes will be announced and the ballots destroyed by the secretary.  All Presidential candidates who did not receive the most votes are then allowed to run for another position if they wish. All positions are filled in this manner.  Executive board positions are for one year.  If at any time during the term an officer is unable to fulfill his/her duties, the E-board will appoint a member to fill the positions until the term expires.   

Section B:  President

The president will preside at all honorary meetings and perform duties that are designated to him/her by the Constitution and By-laws.  The president shall: 
1. Sign all documents.
2. Call meetings to order.
3. Have the power to appoint committees.
4. Maintain communication with advisor by meeting periodically throughout the semester.  
5. See that the honorary discharge their duties faithfully, accurately, and promptly.
6. Devise a written agenda for each business meeting.
7. Annually make a report of the official acts that are conducted by the fraternity for the members of the collegiate chapter and the National Fraternity.

Section C: Vice President

The Vice President shall assist the President in the performance of his/her duties and in the absence of the President, shall assume the power and duties. In addition, the Vice President shall be the supervisor of the initiation ceremony.  

Section D: Secretary 

The Secretary shall:
1. Take minutes and attendance of all business meetings.
2. Keep complete records of the membership of Phi Epsilon Kappa.
3. Provide special information to the National Office as requested.
4. Have such further powers and duties as may be advised by the President.

Section E:  Treasurer

The Treasurer shall:
1. Receive and disperse all monies on behalf of the collegiate chapter and National Fraternity.
2. Sign all checks and receive and disperse all monies in connection with the Fraternity.
3. Deposit all monies in the name of the Fraternity.
4. Keep accurate books of account and furnish reports as necessary.
5. Order and distribute all jewelry, certificates, charters, rituals, and initiation equipment.

Section F.  Advertising

The Advertising Chair shall:
1. Make PEK apparel for members.
2. Compose fliers to advertise the Fraternity to be hung in locations such as the OBL/CCRB
3. Maintain PEK Facebook/Social Media accounts

Section G:  Scholarship

The Scholarship Chair shall:
1.  Maintain fraternity records and academic resources.  
2. Compile and maintain list of classes taken, recommended class list, and professional aspirations of current members.

Section H:  Professional Outreach
 
The Professional Outreach Chair shall:
1. Contact relevant professors, health professionals, Kaplan Representatives, or other guest speakers to speak to the fraternity.

Section I:  Member Education

The Member Education Chair shall:
1. Teach new members about PEK traditions, how to maintain good standing in the fraternity, Greek alphabet, core values, and inner workings of fraternity.  

Section J:  Intramural Sports

The Intramural Sports Chair shall:
1. Organize PEK athletic events through Michigan Recreational Sports.  

Section K:  Philanthropy

The Philanthropy Chair shall:
1. Organize events for PEK to participate in to give back to community.  
2. Members need to have a minimum of 5 community service hours conducted with PEK, and so events should be scheduled to accommodate.  
3. PEK's National Philanthropy organizations are the American Heart Association and American Cancer Association

Section L: Social

The Social Chair shall:
1.  Organize social events within PEK or with other professional fraternities or other University of Michigan recognized organizations to build relationships and network across campus.   
2. Such events should transpire at least once a month.

Section M: President Elect

The President Elect shall:
1. Be the previous President to hold office.  If this individual has graduated or declines the position, the Vice President shall fill the position.  If the Vice President has also graduated or declined the position, the position will be vacant.
2. Advise the current President and E-Board on Phi Epsilon Kappa operations

Section N:  Qualifications for Holding Office
 
1. Members who are on academic or personal probation are prohibited from holding any elected or appointed office.  
2. President must be a member of Phi Epsilon Kappa for one semester prior to holing office.
3. All E-Board officers (President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and President Elect) will hold office for one academic year while Chair holders will hold office for one semester.

Section O: Process to Remove Leadership

1. Any officer of PEK in violation of PEK’s purpose, constitution, or who fails to fulfill their responsibilities as outlined in Article VII, may be removed from office by the following process:
a. A written request by at least three members of PEK
b. Written notification to the officer of the request, asking the officer to be present at the next meeting and prepared to speak
c. A 2/3 majority vote of eligible voting members is necessary to remove the officer.

Article IX Meetings

Section A:  Frequency of Regular Meetings

Meetings will be established in the fall and winter semester during the most convenient times for club members based on individual class schedules. No meetings will be held during the spring and summer sessions. Meetings will be held monthly with the first meeting of each semester to be held within the first two weeks of classes.  

Section B:  Special Meetings

Special meetings will be called by the advisor, E-board, or membership committees to organize for special events. Members of special meetings will be notified of the purpose and time of each meeting by email/Facebook/GroupMe.

 Section C:  Quorum

Except for special meetings, a simple majority of active members will need to be present or quorum.  For special meetings, 75%.

Article X Advisors

Section A:  Qualifications

1. Advisors of Phi Epsilon Kappa must be full time faculty board members at U of M employed by the Department of Kinesiology.
2. Position is voluntary.

Section B:  Duties  

1. Advisor will approve all financial request by the fraternal members.
2. Advisor will maintain a bank account for the fraternity through the HPER Departments.
3. Advisor will offer direction and supervision requested by students to facilitate fraternity functions.

Article XI Monies

1. Dues, fines, and assessments will be paid in accordance with the National and local constitution and by-laws of Phi Epsilon Kappa.
2. Dues for initiated members will be $100 for the Fall semester and $100 for the Winter semester.  These dues shall be paid in full by the second meeting of each semester.
a. Depending on the size of the Fall PC, Winter dues may be reduced to $75 at the discretion of the Treasurer. 
3. Dues of $125 for new initiatives will be paid in full by the second meeting in each semester.
4. National dues will be paid on the basis of the schedule established by the national office.
5. Members who fail to pay dues will be rendered inactive status after the second meeting of each semester.  
6. Appeals may be made only to Executive Board.
