PREAMBLE 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Whereas, CHI ETA PHI SORORITY, INCORPORATED, founded on October 16, 1932 in Washington, DC, has granted unto Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter, of Ann Arbor, Michigan a charter on August 25, 1973 by virtue of which power is given to prescribe bylaws, rules, regulations, and details which are necessary to carry out the affairs of the Chapter, therefore, be it. Resolved, that Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter will carry out the objectives and conform to requirements and principles of the Sorority as stated in the National Bylaws. Resolved, that Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter will abide by all policies, rules, and regulation, which govern student organization at University of Michigan – Ann Arbor. 

MISSION
International, nonprofit, professional service organization for registered professional nurses and student nurses, representing many cultures and diverse ethnic backgrounds, with programs focusing on health promotion/disease prevention, leadership development, mentoring, recruitment, retention and scholarship


PURPOSE
The purpose of this Chapter is furtherance of the objectives of Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Incorporated, which are to: a. Encourage the pursuit of continuing education among members of the nursing profession. b. Have a continuous recruitment program for nursing and the health professions. c. Stimulate a close and friendly relationship among the members. d. Develop working relationships with other professional groups for the improvement and delivery of health care services. e. Constantly identify a corps of nursing leaders within the membership who will function as agents of social change on the national, regional, and local level.

AFFILIATION
This organization is nationally affiliated with international organization Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Incorporated founded October 16, 1932 in Washington D.C., to elevate the plane of nursing and increase interest in the nursing field.

ARTICLE I 
NAME 
SECTION 1. The name of this chapter shall be Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Incorporated Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter


ARTICLE II
MEMBERSHIP 
SECTION 1. Active Member a. A nursing student (Undergraduate-Beta) who is in good financial standing and has participated in chapter functions. Definition: Undergraduate member is a student, without a nursing license, that is seeking a professional nursing degree in an accredited program of nursing and maintaining an academic average acceptable to that university/nursing program. (Refer to Article III-Section 4b in the National Bylaws.) b. Graduated Beta members can retain active membership for one (1) year after graduation. 

SECTION 2. New Members: Applicants/candidates must have been enrolled in nursing courses (name of College/University) for two (2) consecutive semesters, with a minimum of thirty (30) semester hours and must have an accumulated GPA acceptable to the school. Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter- 2014-2015 5 Applicants/Candidates: (Refer to the National Operations Manual- Section V, Membership Selection Intake (MSI) 

SECTION 3. Transfer: When members change chapter affiliation the National Secretary shall validate eligibility for transfer. Transfer forms may be secured either from the present chapter of record or the National Secretary or Headquarters. 

SECTION 4. Membership shall be unrestricted by consideration of age, race, creed, color, sex, nationality or religion. 

SECTION 5: A member may voluntarily withdraw from the organization by notifying the executive board of their desire to discontinue membership. Financial obligations previously paid to the organization will not be refunded.

SECTION 6: A member may also be subject to removal if this constitution is violated or the member fails to fulfill their duties. Two thirds (2/3) vote of the chapter shall be necessary to initiate this process. Written notification to the member in question, asking the member to be present at the next executive committee meeting will be necessary and the individual should be prepared to speak. A decision to remove will follow. 


ARTICLE III 
DUES & FEES 
SECTION 1. Beta member shall pay a joining fee to cover the cost of supplies/items as outline in the current issue of the National Operations Manual-Membership Selection Intake, Orientation & Evaluation, Section V. 

SECTION 2. The per capita tax (annual National dues) as stipulated by the National body shall be payable on or before May 1st of each year.

SECTION 3. Beta member shall pay a late fee as stipulated by the National body for per captia tax not paid on or before May 1st. (Refer to the National Bylaws, Article IV, Section 5) 

SECTION 4. All per capita tax (annual National dues) must be paid through the local chapter. A chapter check or money order for total amount of assessments shall be submitted for all members meeting the required deadline. Members shall not submit any assessments independently to the designated National officer. 

SECTION 5. All monetary activities and fiscal matters must conform to rules and regulations of the College/University and to the procedures mandated by Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Incorporated. 

SECTION 6. All fundraising and collection of money must meet the approval of the Beta Sponsor and School Advisor. SECTION 7. Budget a. Anticipated Chapter expenditures shall be included in a budget. b. Officers and Committee Chairmen must submit annual financial reports and receipts to the Tamiochus. Any unused portions of annual budget must be returned to the Tamiochus with the annual reports. c. Expenditures not included in the budget must have prior approval of the Budget and Finance Committee. 

ARTICLE IV 
OFFICER, THEIR ELECTION, AND REMOVAL
SECTION 1. The elected officers of this chapter shall be a Basileus, Anti-Basileus, Grammateus, Epistoleus, Tamias, Tamiochus, Dean of Membership, and Historian. 

SECTION 2. Appointed officers shall be Chaplain, Philacter, Hodogos, Parliamentarian and Sergeant-at-Arms. 

SECTION 3. Appointed officers shall be selected by the Basileus. 

SECTION 4. A vacancy on the Nominating committee shall be filled with a nominee and elected by the members or appointed/approved by the Beta Sponsor and School SponsorAdvisor. 

SECTION 5. A vacancy of an office/committee member can be appointed by the Basileus and/or approved by the Beta Sponsor and School Sponsor-Advisor. 

SECTION 6. Officers shall be elected/appointed and installed in May. Election shall be by ballot. A majority vote of those present and voting shall elect, except for the Nominating Committee, which shall be elected by plurality vote. 

SECTION 7. To be eligible for an office: a. Members shall have at least one (1) year membership to be eligible for the office of Basileus, if possible. b. The candidate for the office of Dean of Membership shall have participated in the Membership Intake process at least one time during membership, when possible. c. Members may not hold more than one (1) office at a time, unless necessary. d. Officers shall be eligible for not more than two (2) consecutive terms in the same office, except the Tamias and Historian. 

SECTION 7. The term of office shall be one (1) year or until their successors are elected. Newly elected officers will assume office at the close of the Sorority/school year. 

SECTION 8. Outgoing officers shall turn over all official materials/files pertaining to the office to the new officers (successors) following installation of the newly elected officers. 

SECTION 9. If leadership shall need removal, two thirds (2/3) vote of the chapter shall be necessary. Written notification to the member in question, asking the member to be present at the next executive committee meeting will be necessary and the individual should be prepared to speak. A decision will then be made to remove this individual.


ARTICLE V 
DUTIES OF OFFICERS 
SECTION 1. The Basileus shall: a. Preside over all meetings of the chapter. b. Observe that all the rules of the chapter and Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Inc. are enforced. c. Supervise the performance of all officers and committee chairmen. d. Appoint all committees except the Nominating Committee. e. Be an ex-officio member of all committees, except the Nominating Committee. f. Sign all documents of the chapter upon the approval of the members. g. Submit a monthly report of all chapter activities to Lambda Chi through the Beta Sponsor. h. Submit an annual report of all chapter activities for the Regional meeting and National (Boule’ year). i. Notify Beta Sponsor of all meetings and activities of the chapter prior to the activity. 

SECTION 2. The Anti-Basileus shall: a. Assume the duties of the Basileus when the Basileus is unable to serve. b. Assist the Basileus in the promotion of all activities for the best interest of the Sorority. c. Serve as Chairman of the Programs and Projects Committee. d. Plan and coordinate all programs and projects on behalf of the chapter. Communicate schedule programs and projects to all chapter members. e. Forward outcomes of chapter programs and projects to the Beta Sponsor as required by National. (Refer to the National Operations Manual, Section VI.) 

SECTION 3. The Grammateus shall: a. Keep a record of proceedings of the chapter meetings b. Maintain a file of all documents of the Chapter, Region, and Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Inc. c. Maintain a current list of members with their names and addresses 

SECTION 4. The Epistoleus shall: a. Carry out all correspondence connected with the business of the chapter. Approval shall be obtained for all materials prior to dissemination by the Beta Sponsor and School Sponsor-Advisor. b. Notify all members of the meeting date, time, and one (1) prior to the meeting c. Assume the duties of the Grammateus when the Grammateus is not present at meetings. d. Submit a statement of membership to Regional Grammateus/Epistoleus and the National Secretary on or before the designated deadline e. Affix the chapter seal on all official documents prior to submitting and receive the Beta Sponsor’s approval prior to submitting. Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter- 2014-2015 8 f. Transcribe minutes taken at any meetings and send copy to the Grammateus at least seven (7) days after the meeting. g. Assist the Grammateus with the editing of minutes for final distribution to chapter members. h. Perform other duties as assigned by the Basileus 

SECTION 5. The Tamias shall: a. Receive all funds from the Tamiochus and deposit in the bank designated by the Chapter, within eight (8) hours, if at all possible b. Keep accurate records of all receipts and disbursements which shall be open to auditing/inspection at all times. c. All checks shall be co-signed by the Basileus, Tamias, or Beta Sponsor (should be two (2) out of three (3) signatures). d. Disburse all monies by check. e. Keep funds of the Chapter in an account in the name of Lambda Chi Alpha Beta, Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Inc., or according to official College/ University/School policy f. Submit a financial report at every meeting. g. Forward all dues to National and Regional offices before the designated deadline. Obtain National and Regional information from the Beta Sponsor and School Sponsor. h. Prepare and submit a financial statement to the Chapter and relinquish all records, books and statements for auditing prior to new elected officer/ successor assuming office. i. All funds sent to National shall be sent by cashier’s check or money order or by official Chapter check. j. Serve as chairman of the Budget & Finance Committee. 

SECTION 6. The Tamiochus shall: a. Receive all funds and keep accurate records of all funds received. b. Keep records of all funds disbursed by the Tamias. c. Serve as a member on the Budget & Finance Committee. d. Notify members when dues are one (1) month delinquent. e. Notify members of inactive status. 

SECTION 7. The Dean of Membership shall: a. Plan informational and membership activities for applicants/candidates. b. Inform all applicants/candidates of meetings and membership requirements. c. Send application to applicants/candidates for completion. d. Reviews, approves and signs all applicants/candidates membership applications prior to submitting to the National after Beta Sponsor review. e. Serves as the chairman of the Membership Selection Intake (MSI) Committee. f. Adhere to policies and procedures as outlined in the National Operations Manual. (Section V, Membership Selection Intake) Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter- 2014-2015 9 g. The Membership Selection Intake (MSI) Committee members shall be appointed by the chapter Basileus or via Beta Sponsor/School Sponsor-Advisor if applicable. h. The MSI committee shall consist of three (3) members to include the chairman. i. Receive the report of the MSI Committee and report applicants/candidates interview outcome to the chapter by the required deadline. j. Prepare the Membership Selection Intake report and forward the report to the National Dean of Membership after the final intake phase is completed after approval of the Beta Sponsor. 

SECTION 8. The Historian shall: a. Compile and keep a current historical record in chronological order of the chapter activities and work closely with the graduate chapter Historian. b. Prepare and submit an annual report to the Beta Sponsor and Regional Historian for the Book of Report at the regional meeting in March. c. Prepare and provide the history of the chapter at the required chapter activities. 

SECTION 9. The Chaplain shall: a. Open all meetings with the Mary Stewart Prayer and close with the Mizpah. b. Preside over all religious/memorial ceremonies. c. Plan and conduct a brief memorial period, commemorating the demise of members. d. Discuss ceremonial activities with the Beta Sponsor or with the graduate chapter Chaplain if necessary. 

SECTION 10. The Philacter shall: a. Monitor the room entrances during meetings and receive the password from members arriving after the call to order. b. Authorize members into the room during meetings and ceremonial events. 

SECTION 11. The Hodogos shall: a. Be aware of the current membership status of attendees for voting purposes on all issues. b. Assist the Basileus to poll the room for voting strength each meeting for voting purposes on all issues. 

SECTION 12. The Parliamentarian shall: a. Be familiar with the chapter bylaws. b. Adhere to the bylaws of the chapter and offer guidance during meetings. c. Advise the Basileus and members on parliamentary procedure and rules and regulations of the Chapter, and shall refrain from making or voting on motions. 

SECTION 13. The Sergeant-at-Arms shall: Preserve order at all meetings/events/activities. SECTION 14. All officers shall: Effectively carry out the duties of their office and be actively involved in the majority of all chapter activities and be financial solvent. 

SECTION 15. All officers shall: a. Report activities at chapter meetings as designated by the Basileus, Beta Sponsor and/or School Sponsor-Advisor. b. Submit as annual report and turn over all books, records, documents, and files at the close of term of office to the new officer/successors. 

ARTICLE VI 
MEETINGS 
SECTION 1. Regular meetings of the Chapter shall be held monthly, each month, except in July/August unless otherwise ordered. Weekly meetings shall be held during pledge period. 

SECTION 2. Special meetings may be called by the Basileus, the Beta Sponsor, or upon request of one-fourth (1/4) of the members. The purpose of the meeting shall be stated in the special meeting call/notification. Except in cases of emergency, at least three (3) days notice shall be given. 

SECTION 3. The annual meeting shall be the regular meeting in May and shall be for the purpose of electing officers, receiving officers written reports and for any other business that may arise. 

SECTION 4. One-fourth (1/4) of the active members shall constitute a quorum. The Beta Sponsor and/or School Sponsor-Advisor must be present at all regular and call chapter meetings. 

ARTICLE VIII BOARD OF DIRECTORS SECTION 1. The Board of Directors shall consist of all elected officers, Beta Sponsor(s) and/or School Sponsor-Advisor. 

SECTION 2. Meetings shall be held at the call of the Basileus. 

SECTION 3. A quorum shall be a minimum of four elected officers. The Beta Sponsor(s) and/or School Sponsor-Advisor must be present during meetings. 

SECTION 4. The Board of Directors shall meet with power to carry out undergraduate chapter business between meetings. Advise chapter members of any actions taken at the next scheduled chapter meeting. 

SECTION 5. The Board of Directors shall ensure that the Chapter submits their bylaws to the Chairman of the National Bylaws committee for approval every two years on the odd year or whenever changes are made. 

SECTION 6. The Board of Directors may have special meetings by way of telephone conference and/or electronically. 

ARTICLE VII 
COMMITTEES AND THEIR FUNCTIONS 
SECTION 1. The Standing Committees of this Chapter shall be the: (NOTE: List all committees alphabetically.) a. Archives b. Auditing c. Bylaws d. Budget & Finance e. Fund Raising f. Jurisprudence g. Membership Selection Intake h. Nominating i. Programs and Projects j. Protocol k. Public Relations Other committees shall be appointed by the Basileus as necessary. 

SECTION 2. All committees shall: a. Assume such duties as specified in the Bylaws and/or assigned by the Basileus. b. Submit annual written reports of activities and accomplishments when requested. 

SECTION 3. Archives Committee shall: a. Consist of the Historian and at least three (3) other members. b. Be responsible for working with the Historian to develop guidelines for evaluating, classifying Sorority materials as historically valuable. 

SECTION 4. Auditing Committee shall: a. Consist of three (3) members. b. Receive and review all financial reports with affixed receipts and statements of finance. c. Review and submit the records annually of the Tamias and report to the Chapter with necessary recommendations. 

SECTION 5. Bylaws Committee shall: Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter- 2014-2015 12 a. Consist of three (3) members. b. Receive and present proposed amendments/changes to the chapter bylaws when submitted by the Board of Directors/Committee Chairmen. c. Format/prepare and distribute proposed amendments/changes/revisions of the bylaws to chapter members prior to presenting in scheduled meetings. d. Prepare/format the final adopted/approved bylaw amendments and send to the National Chairman of Bylaws for approval. e. Provide copies of final approved amended Bylaws to all members. 

SECTION 6. Budget and Finance Committee shall: a. Consist of three-five (3-5) members, including the Tamias and the Tamiochus. b. Solicit statement of estimated expenditures for the coming year from officers and committee chairmen. c. Prepare proposed budget for the coming year based on estimated expenditures and projected income. d. Present the proposed budget to the Board of Directors for approval in August and then present approved budget to the chapter members at the beginning of the Sorority year in September. 

SECTION 7. Fund Raising Activities Committee shall: a. Plan and implement a fund raising calendar of activities/events annually at the beginning of the Sorority year. b. Disseminate appropriate information regarding the activities/events to the Board of Directors and Chapter members. c. Raise funds/money amounts to contribute to the National Futurama Scholarship and to other projects deemed necessary by the chapter and region. 

SECTION 8. Jurisprudence Committee shall: a. Consist of three-five (3-5) members. b. Receive and study complaints brought by members. c. Submit unresolved complaints to the Executive Committee for review. d. Present a report to the chapter members when advised. 

SECTION 9. Membership Selection Intake Committee shall: a. Consist of a total of three members to include the chairman (Dean of Membership). b. Report prospective members/candidates interview outcomes to the chapter by the required deadline. c. Prepare the Membership Selection Intake report after the intake phase is completed and forward copy to the Beta Sponsor/School Advisor for final review prior to submitting to the National Dean of Membership. 

SECTION 10. Nominating Committee shall: Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter- 2014-2015 13 a. Consist of three (3) active members shall be elected by the chapter. The Chairman shall be the member with the highest number of votes. If votes are tied, the Basileus shall then appoint the chairman. b. Secure nominees for a slate of officers and a nominating committee to be elected according to Article V Section 8. c. At the time of election, nominations shall be obtained from the floor. The consent of all candidates shall be obtained before election. 

SECTION 11. Programs and Projects Committee shall: a. Consist of at least three-five (3-5) members including the Anti-Basileus as Chairman. b. Present at the Board of Directors and first regular meeting of the year a schedule of educational programs/projects and any volunteer projects for approval. Coordinate with the Beta Sponsor/School Sponsor-Advisor and Graduate chapter AntiBasileus. c. Plan and coordinate chapter service programs and projects as outlined by the National office. (Refer to the National Operations Manual Section VI) Adhere to National Programs and Projects requirements. d. Prepare the “Service Projects” report form on all chapter activities as required and submit to the Beta Sponsor/School Sponsor-Advisor. 

SECTION 12. Protocol Committee shall: a. Consist of at least three (3) members. b. Be responsible for the appropriate decorum (flowers, ceremonial supplies, banner, place cards, etc.) at all meetings/conferences. c. Place officers name place card on the meeting/conference table prior to the beginning of business meetings when applicable. d. Assure that officers and chapters are appropriately positioned in when applicable line for processionals, etc. 

SECTION 13. Public Relations Committee shall: a. Consist of at least three (3) members. b. Publicize activities and prepare/submit news articles of the chapter. c. Work closely with the chapter Historian in detailing activities/events. d. Perform other duties as assigned by the Basileus, Beta Sponsor and/or School Sponsor-Advisor (.i.e., submitting newsworthy chapter activities to the Lambda Chi and Regional Editor- in-Chief when requested). e. Submit material/requested information to the Glowing Lamp Editor-in-Chief when requested via the Beta Sponsor. 

SECTION 14. Committees shall: a. Not exceed the budget without approval from the Basileus/Beta Sponsor/School Sponsor-Advisor. Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter- 2014-2015 14 b. Submit all information (important documents, books and files) to the new chairman/ successors at the end of the term. 

ARTICLE IX 
DELEGATES 
SECTION 1. Delegates’ proportional representation shall be as determined by National (Refer to Article VII, Section 1b & g) and Regional Bylaws. 

SECTION 2. Beta delegates for Boule’ and/or Regional meetings shall be elected and/or appointed by the chapter members/Beta Sponsor/School Sponsor-Advisor. 

SECTION 3. Delegates are required to attend all business (plenary sessions) and ceremonial meetings/affairs at Boule’ and/or Regional meetings. A report of the Boule’ and Regional plenary sessions/meetings shall be submitted (insert number) weeks prior to the Board of Directors/regular chapter meeting at the beginning of the Sorority year. 

SECTION 4. A certain percentage of the delegates’ expenses (registration, travel, lodging) shall be paid for attendance to Boule’ or Regional meetings, whenever possible. 

SECTION 5. Alternates for delegates shall be appointed by the chapter members and/or Beta Sponsor/School Sponsor-Advisor. 

SECTION 6. Elected/appointed delegates shall be instructed by the chapter members on voting preferences for the first vote only. The Beta Sponsor shall serve as a resource for instructions on voting preferences. 

ARTICLE X 
CHARGES, PENALTIES & RESTORATION OF PRIVILEGES All charges, penalties and restoration of privileges shall be dealt with in the National Bylaws. (Refer to Article XIII in the National Bylaws.) 

ARTICLE XI 
SORORITY SYMBOLS, EMBLEM, INSIGNIA, MOTTO, PINS, COLORS, FLOWER, SEAL 
SECTION 1. The symbols of this Chapter will be: (Refer to the National Bylaws, Article XIV.) The MOTTO: “Service for Humanity” The EMBLEM: The Caduceus The FLOWER: White Chrysanthemum and Ivy The COLOR: Pea Green and Lemon Yellow The MASCOT: Turtle 

SECTION 2. The name Chi Eta Phi Sorority may not be used by anyone without the expressed written consent of the Board of Directors of Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Incorporated. Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter- 2014-2015 15 

SECTION 3. The insignia/logo or written name may not be used for profit without the expressed written consent of the Board of Directors of Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Inc. 

SECTION 4. The official seal of the chapter shall be used by designated chapter officers only to validate documents and official papers issued by that office as required by the National guidelines.

ARTICLE XII 
DISSOLUTION OF CHAPTER 
SECTION 1. A resolution for dissolution of a chapter of Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Incorporated shall be sent by the Regional Director to the last known Beta Basileus and graduate chapter Basileus/Beta Sponsor(s) of the Chapter when four years of financial obligations have not been met, there has been no response to attempted communication and there has been no membership activity of any kind. When the appropriate procedure for contact has been exhausted, the process of dissolution will be enacted and the Chapter will be dissolved by Chi Eta Phi Sorority, Inc. 

SECTION 2. By a two thirds (2/3) vote, the chapter shall be dissolved and necessary steps will be taken to conclude the Chapter affairs. After payment, or making provisions for the payment of all debts or liabilities secured by the chapter, the balance shall be given to CHI ETA PHI SORORITY, INCORPORATED or an organization whose purposes and objectives are in line with the purposes and objectives of chapter. The recipient organization shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization under section 501 C-3 of the Internal Revenue Act Code of 1954 or the corresponding provisions of any future U.S. Revenue Law.


ARTICLE XIII 
PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY ARTICLE 
SECTION 1. The current issue of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern this chapter in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these bylaws, Regional or National Bylaws.

ARTICLE XIV 
RATIFYING THE CONSTITUTION 
SECTION 1. These bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of those members present and voting, provided proposed amendments have been submitted 30 days prior to the meeting at which they are to be presented. Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter- 2014-2015 16 

SECTION 2. These bylaws shall be reviewed/amended every two (2) years during the even years as designated in the National Bylaws and submitted to the National Bylaws Chairman for approval. (Refer to the National Bylaws, Article XI – Chapters, Section 4.) Note: Standing Rules are not required to be submitted to the National Bylaws Chairman for approval. 

SECTION 3. The bylaws that have been amended and approved by the chapter at anytime must be submitted to the National Bylaws Chairman for approval. SECTION 4. A copy of the chapter’s amended approved bylaws must be sent to the National office in Washington, DC, for the files. Lambda Chi Alpha Beta Chapter - 2014 -2015 17
